Study Guide: Adverbs

=> Adverbs are words that tell how, how much, how often, when, why, or where an action takes
place.

=> Adverbs tell you more about verbs, adjectives or other adverbs:
¢ \erbs: Yo estoy bien. Yo hablo rapidamente. Yo hablo mucho.
€ Adjectives: Ella es muy simpatica. Ellos nunca son inteligentes.
& Other Adverbs: Ella habla muy rapidamente.

-> Some common adverbs:

bien well

mal badly
mucho a lot
poco not very
siempre always

a veces sometimes
nunca never
hoy today
mafana tomorrow
tarde late
temprano early

a tiempo on time
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- Other adverbs are formed by adding -mente (=ly in English) to the feminine singular form of the
adjective:
€ For adjectives ending in -e or a consonant
e posible posiblemente
e general generalmente
e normal normalmente
o facil facilmente
€ For adjectives ending in -o/-a, use the feminine singular -a form
rapida rapidamente
rara raramente
seria seriamente
tipica tipicamente
generosa generosamente
timida timidamente

-> General placement: Placement of adverbs is similar to English.
€ Before adjectives: Nosotros somos poco timidos. Ella esta muy atlética.
& Before another adverb: Yo estoy siempre cansado (tired). Ellos son muy ricos.
€ Close to the verb: Tu estudias temprano. Nosotros trabajamos constantemente.
€ Long adverbs (-mente) can go at the very beginning or very end of the sentence as well.
Normalmente yo estudio el fin de semana. Yo trabajo los lunes generalmente.
